The site includes a messaging system for the members, with messages sent to recipients as email and stored online.

VCO is an extranet web site provided by Vodafone for its corporate customers, allowing them to manage their staff's mobile phones.  It allows ordering of new handsets and other equipment, via a bespoke workflow system where management approval is required.  The ordering process is based around a shopping basket, with handset information being obtained from an external system, and selection of a complex variety of price plans, services and customer preferences being possible.  The application also allows viewing of billing information, arranging for return of faulty equipment, obtaining of quotes which can later be turned into orders, and management of monthly reports.  

Edmund was part of the support team for VCO, investigating and fixing problems with the system, and developing new functionality.  The technical challenge here was due to the complex mix of technologies both within VCO and in the way it interacted with a number of other Vodafone systems.

Flycapture is a secure application that allows Local Authorities in England and Wales to submit returns containing details of fly‑tipping incidents in their area to the Agency either online or via XML file attachments to email.  This allows the scale of fly‑tipping to be determined at a national level, and for trends over time to be monitored.  The application also has interfaces with internal Agency applications which provide reference information.

Edmund was the technical architect for this project, with ultimate technical authority and responsibility for the application.  He was the project leader during the design phase, in which Rational Rose was used to produce UML.  In the early part of the coding phase he was heavily involved in developing the 'framework' J2EE code.

The key objective of the £20 Million DTI business support programme was to rationalise how the DTI supports business through grants and other mechanisms of support.  The application captures data from remote contractors who administer schemes on behalf of the DTI, allowing the effectiveness and spending forecasts of individual schemes to be monitored and evaluated.
